WHERE AND WHEN 

You are cordially invited to attend the 2nd CHARM-Workshop " Integrated ecosystem view on reference conditions" to be held at the "International Academy for Nature Conservation Isle of Vilm" (Federal Agency for Nature Conservation) from April 08 (day of arrival) to April 11 (departure), 2003. 

Location

The Isle of Vilm is a marvellous piece of the North German coastal landscape. It is situated near the Island of Ruegen, extending over 2,5 km with a size of 94 ha. The island is up to 37,5 m above sea level, and characterised by unique natural features, flora and fauna, typical for the southern Baltic Sea region. As early, as in 1936, the Isle of Vilm was designated as a nature reserve. Only few places in densely populated Central Europe provide a similar intensive feeling of unspoilt nature as this island. The Isle of Vilm is largely covered by trees. This beach forests are among the oldest and most valuable natural woods in northern Germany. 

Because of the strong restricted human impact, there is no commercial or private utilization on the island, and you have no shopping facilities. Therefore, the academy arranges the host and full pension for all guests.
