Monday, January 17, 2000

All teams, except TNO, have by now employed yourg visiting researchers. Kees van den Bosch has
informed that TNO is very close to finalise acontrad with Silvia Trini Castelli from Italy. She will
probably start at TNO by March this yea. Kees has made ashort presentation d the project on
which Silvia will be engaged. The project concerns evaluation of the traffic palution onand rear
aternative highway constructions. This is a new subject within the TRAPOS but fits well into the
objectives deali ng with the sensitivity of the flow and turbulence characteristics to the achitecture of
the street and its surroundngs.

Discussion of the current progressof the Network resulted in the conclusion that a prolongation o
the Network is necessary. An agreement was reached to recmmend to the Commisson to prolong
the duration of the network by additional ¥z year, i.e. urtil the April 30, 2®1. With this prolongation
it will be possible for the teams that were behind with appointment of the yourg researchers (TNO,
NERI, IBAL, MIHU) to fulfil their contractual obligations with resped to the mntract with the
Commisdgon. The prolongation will also help to finaise the scientific achievements of the network.

The Network as whole canot attain any additional funds. Therefore aredistribution of the already
avail able funds and training months of the yourg visiting reseachers is necessary to insure an
efficient operation of the Network also after the original dealline of October 31, 2M0. Because the
tean of TNO will, a best, have only about one yea to fulfil their obligations with respect to
employment of yourg scientists, it is nat likely that they will be &le to deliver the 36 months that
were avisaged in the original contract. The common agreement among the Partners was therefore
that the number of training months allocated to TNO should be reduced to 24 months and 13 of their
funds should be redistributed among the other teams.

Ruwim Berkowicz has presented the aurrent situation of the NERI team. Employment period of
Matthias K etzel was prolonged by additional 6 months to 18 months in total. Meanwhile, NERI has
finally succeeded to find a suitable andidate for the young scientist pasition deding with the traffic
related particulates. Olivier Le Bihan from France can start on hisjob at NERI by April 1, 20®. To
employ him for 1 yea NERI neeals additional funds corresponding to 2year. This was agreed by the
Partners.

Conclusion d the subsequent discussion was that each of the teans sould specify their needs for
additional funds and training months and this resulted in the distribution shown in the foll owing
table.

Tuesday, January 18 2000

I ntroduction

Dr Graham Wilkie, Commisson representative, gave apresentation of the general aspects of the
TMR Network Programme. He has pointed ou that the main goal of the Programme is to contribute
to improvement of the future career and job opportunities for youny European reseachers.
Therefore, mobility and training are the most important aspects of the TMR Networks. The
Commisdgon will be extremely strict with monitoring the progress in employment of yourg
researchers. The number of training months is the most important deliverable and must not be less
than specified in the ntract.

Co-ordinator’s Report

Ruwim Berkowicz gave an overview presentation of the TRAPOS network (a complete set of the
overheads will be available on the TRAPOS homepage). The scientific objedives and working
methods were discussed. The most important events and scientific achievements of the Network
were presented. The main conclusions from the first two years of the Network were:

— The Network is now operating effectively and efficiently with extensive wllaboration between
yourg reseachers placed in Universities, government laboratories and “ Small and Medium-size
Enterprises’.

— Theconsiderable dfort required to set up the network of young researchers has been worthwhile.

— Prolongation d the network by 6 months will ensure that the dfort required to set up the
network will be fully reworded.

Tour de Table

All the present scientists-in-charge made apresentation o their teams contributions to TRAPOS.
Petra Kastner-Klein made the presentation on behalf of the University of Karlsruhe team, whil e Peter
Sahm replaced Nicolas Moussiopoul os, who was nat able to participate in the meding.

Young Researchers' Reports

The yourg researchers currently employed by the Network gave short presentations of their
experiences and the work within the Network.

Open Discussion

The open dscussion started with comments of the Expert Reviewer, Prof. Sylvain Joffre, on the
Mid-Term Report and presentations given at the meding. He has expressed his overall satisfaction
with the TRAPOS Network. The Network is well consolidated, the yourng researchers are well
integrated in their respective teams and co-operation between the teans is very good. The scientific
level of the work performed within the Network is high. However, he has also rised some points of
criticism. The main criticism was related to not sufficiently clea differentiation between the
scientific objectives and topics of activity as formulated both in the @ntract and in the Mid-Term
Report. The Mid-Term Report did not give the right impresson of how the results achieved by the
different teams were utilised by the Network as whole. The report was too much focused on
description of the activities and achievements of the single teams. The presentations given at the
meding have, however, shown that the apect of co-ordination d the scientific activities was good
and that the diff erent individual set-ups and findings complete eacd other.

Sylvain Joffre has also pointed aut that at the present stage of the Network the focus sould be on
consolidation of the achieved results. The results sould be reported in joint publications and made
avail able to the scientific and wer community. The last phase of the network cdls for a clear
alocation of tasks to designated groups or individuals.



The Commisgon Representative, Dr. Graham Wilkie has again urderlined the importance of the
training aspect within the TMR Networks. The young researchers should be given al the possible
oppatunities to improve their job career. The designated funds sould also be used to alow the
yourg reseachers to participate in international conferences, even if this is conneded with
significant expenses. The meding participants agreed with this datement but with this reservation
that the expenses must be in balance with the available funds. Priority shoud be given to the
employment expenses. Graham Wil kie has expressed his support to the proposed prolongation of the
Network. He has mentioned that practically al the previous TMR Networks have obtained an
extension of their duration. Furthermore, he has suggested to the Participants to reconsider whether
the proposed prolongation by 6 months is sufficient. A prolongation can only be given orce and the
Commisgonwill not approve asemndary prolongation.

Finally, a discusdon arised on how to insure that al the TRAPOS teams will be operational also
after prolongation d the Network. A spedaly difficult situationis for the Swissteam, which cannot
make use of the redistribution d the funds from the Commisson kut needs additional national funds.
In view of the ceantral position o this team in the final stage of the Network (see section on
formation of the new Working Groups) this subject needs on clarification. The Commisson
Representative has promised to contact the respective Swiss authorities in order to find out a
working solution.

Severa of the young researchers present at the meding have mentioned the difficulties that are
conrected with combining the “mohility” with their private life. It would have been desired if some
TMR funds were designated to ease the mohility also with respect to “non-scientific activities’.

Wednesday, January 19,2000

Continuation of open discussion with the expert reviewer

The expert reviewer, Sylvain Joffre, has expressed his stisfaction with the information on the
network that he has obtained during the previous day discussion and suggested instead focusing on
the discussion of how to improve the work within the Network.

In view of his comments and the discussion on Tuesday, the Participants have decided to establish
several working groups, which will have well formulated working tasks and for ead of the groupsto
designate one of the yourg researchers as the chair-person.

Theresporsibilities of ead o the working groupshoud be:

— Formulation d the importance of the subjed for traffic poll ution modelling
— Presentation of the TRAPOS contribution to the advancement of the subject (publications!)
— Transformation d the results into recommendations for practica models

Definition of the established working groups, the chairpersons and the members are shown in the
Table below. Only the members among the yourg visiting researchers are shown in the Table. The
senior scientists will contribute to the Working Groups as associated members.

The Chairpersons will be responsible for co-ordination d the Working Groups and for reporting of
the results from now and to the new end of the network (April 30, 2001). Their contribution will be a
part of the Final Report of the Network.

In order to consolidate the formation and the working programme of the working groups it was
dedded that the groups will med at the next TRAPOS meding.

The next TRAPOS meding was <heduled for the 28-30 May, 2000in Nantes, France, with the tean
of Ecole Centrale de Nantes (ECN) as the host organiser. The main sulject of this meding will be




presentation and dscusson d the results achieved by the Network until now and concretisation o
the plans for the final stage of the Network.

It was also decided that one day of this meding will be reserved for a discussion among the yourg
visiting researchers only.
